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D.2 From a ‘European Observatory of Cultural Cooperation’ to a European
Laboratory of Cultural Cooperation: The Case for a Pilot Initiative

A paper by The European Cultural Foundation (ECF), 29 September 2003 FREE 14 pp

In this paper, based on two previous studies by Rod Fisher and Raj Isar, the European
Cultural Foundation (ECF) argues for the launch of a “European Laboratory of Cultural
Cooperation”. The ECF has taken up the idea proposed by the European Parliament
before undergoing a Commission feasibility study — the so-called European Observatory
of Cultural Cooperation — though the ECF proposes a more dynamic instrument, which it
refers to as a European Laboratory of Cultural Cooperation.

According to this paper, the main products and services that a laboratory would have to
deliver during the four-year pilot phase are

= Key information services to cultural creators and operators on such matters as
funding sources, mobility schemes, possible partners...

= The benefits of an interactive portal designed for a wide range of users.

= Directions to, and eventually provision of, upto-date information on and some
comparative analyses of a) cultural cooperation frameworks, budgets, infrastructures,
mechanisms, and priorities, and b) key legislation.

= A database of good practice with regard to multilateral cultural cooperation.

= Transversal studies produced in cooperation with specialised partners and which
contribute to the resolution of key problem areas in European cooperation.

= At least one pilot scheme that demonstrates the active ‘laboratory’ modality (e.g. for
cultural components of a future EU foreign policy).
