C.1 Sierra Leone to Get Cultural Policy - Concord Times (Freetown), June 5,
2006, Mariama Kandeh

Managing Director, Premier Media Dr. Julius Spencer Thursday intimated the press
at the Miatta Conference Hall that the Ministry of Tourism has been engaged in a
two-day discussion on the draft national cultural policy.

He said the policy would identify various issues bearing on our culture and to
project policies and strategies for reservation, protection and development of our
culture in Sierra Leone.

"We have reviewed it and a number of amendments have been made," he said. The
Premia Media Managing Director added that the policy would be reviewed and
later incorporated into the document prepared by a various experts. He added the
draft would be submitted by the Ministry of Tourism and Culture to Parliament for
approval.

"The policy advocates that culture be placed at the center of our national
development effort. It also proposes the establishment of a national commission of
arts and culture, that will serve our culture,” Dr. Spencer stated noting that the
policy identifies various issues and set out strategies for achieving certain
objectives for the development of the cultural industry and entertainment.

"The policy also entails the establishment of a national performing art or cultural
center and regional and district centers," Spencer disclosed adding that the policy
seeks to change the perception and use of culture because it sees culture as a
driving force in our national life.

Dr. Spencer thanked Celtel for providing up to 50% of the funding and Sierra
Leone Commercial Bank.

Alfred Navo, Permanent Secretary in the Ministry of Tourism and Culture
submitted that they would endeavor to push forward the policy, as it is only through
a cultural policy that the country will get tourists' and investors' attraction.
