B.1 Burkina Faso: Sub-Regional Training Seminar on the 2005 UNESCO Convention and Public Policies for Culture in Africa

From 15 to 18 November 2016, a sub-regional training seminar was held at the Regional Center for Performing Arts in Africa (CERAV / Africa) in Bobo Dioulasso about the "UNESCO's 2005 Convention on Protection and the Promotion of the Diversity of Cultural Expressions and public policies in Africa".

The seminar brought together twenty-two (22) public and civil society actors from Benin, Burkina Faso and Senegal. Its objective was to allow better understanding of the 2005 Convention, to facilitate its implementation and to improve the preparation of the quadrennial periodic national monitoring reports on the advancement of the Convention.

The seminar organized by CERAV / Africa in partnership with the Observatory of Cultural Policies (OPC) of the Ministry of the Wallonia-Brussels Federation with the financial support of Wallonia Brussels International (WBI), took place in a convivial and Mutual enrichment.

It provided an opportunity to share experiences between participants, what has enriched considerably the reflections and the debates. The high level of the reflection and the exchanges was fostered by a judicious choice of participants, but above all by the quality of the expertise and experience of the trainers.

As indicated above OCPA was represented by the Executive Director, Lupwishi Mbuyamba who gave, as one of the trainers, namely a presentation on the history and main principles of the Convention.

B.5 The Intangible Heritage Committee in Ethiopia to focus on traditional songs, rituals, celebrations and know-how

The Intergovernmental Committee for the Safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural Heritage will meet from 28 November to 2 December in Addis.

The representatives of 24 States Parties to UNESCO’s Convention for the Safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural Heritage will examine five nominations for inscription on the List of Intangible Cultural Heritage in Need of Urgent Safeguarding and 37 requests for inscription on the Representative List of the Intangible Cultural Heritage of Humanity.
Ten years after the Convention entered into force, the Committee will examine creation of a monitoring instrument to measure its impact and progress achieved.
The List of Intangible Cultural Heritage in Need of Urgent Safeguarding currently features 43 particularly vulnerable elements of the living heritage. Among others the Committee will examine those concerning

· Botswana: The use of Moropa wa Bojale ba Bakgatla ba Kgafela and related practices

· Uganda: Ma’di bowl lyre music and dance

The Representative List of the Intangible Cultural Heritage of Humanity presently number 336 inscribed elements. The nominations for 2016 for the Representative List of the Intangible Heritage of Humanity include:

· Egypt: Tahteeb, stick game

· Ethiopia: Gada system, an indigenous democratic socio-political system of the Oromo

· Mauritius: Bhojpuri folk songs in Mauritius, Geet-Gawai

· Nigeria: Argungu international fishing and cultural festival

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C. News about cultural policies, institutions and resources in Africa
C.1 Declaration of the 1st African Forum of Music (Segou, 28 September to 2 October 2016)

As announced in the OCPA News, this Forum was held from 28 September to 2 October 2016 on the theme: "Professionalization of players in the music industry".

It provided a timely framework for constructive reflection on the central issues of the music industry in Africa. After two days of very rich exchanges and discussions, a number of challenges were identified, including the lack of a comprehensive strategic vision for the development of the African music sector, the need to accompany the ongoing changes in The music industry, the challenge of changing the arts education system and training, the weak networking between professionals and the difficulty of accessing professional music markets.

The new African music will be done with professionalisation through education, training and networking, as well as profitability that involves the contribution of music in the socio-economic development of Africa. This is linked to the Cultural Industries Plan (developed by UNESCO and AU), known as the Dakar Plan and later the Algiers Plan for the Creative and Cultural Industries.

This plan has the merit of restoring the problematic of music production in a context where the new media and the new environment have generated new demands.

C.2 African handicrafts - SIAO 2016 at the time of writing

C.3 New Perspectives for the Arterial Network: Decisions of the General Council 2016

November 02, 2016 - Revitalisation, emulation, cooperation and solidarity are the overarching themes that are set to define the next chapter of Arterial Network following the General Council meeting held in Harare, from the 28th to the 29th of October 2016 with the participation of representatives from fourteen countries (Mauritania, Morocco, Mali, Senegal, Nigeria, Togo, Seychelles, Uganda, Central African Republic, DRC, Congo Brazzaville, South Africa, Swaziland and Zimbabwe) allowed key members of the network to lay the foundations for a new Arterial network, inspiring debate on new directions to take with renewed energy.

Resolutions and Relocation: After a series of reports on 2016 the floor was opened to delegates to discuss resolutions and recommendations going forward. The biggest decision taken was to move the Arterial Network Secretariat office from South Africa to another African country which is still to be determined. Another major commitment was expressed to increase female representation within the network.

For the rest the discussions centred on the situation of national chapters who remain the lifeblood of the network, as well as the specific actions needed for reaching a real impact on the arts and cultural sector in Africa.
The second day of the Council focused on the continental programmes (Capacity Building, Artwatch Africa, Information Dissemination and Communications as well as on the multiple successes at National Chapter level (Mali, Nigeria, Congo Brazzaville and Zimbabwe).

10th Anniversary and Programmes: Over the coming years, activities will revolve around three major Arterial Network programmes, namely Capacity Building, Advocacy (through Artwatch Africa) and Creative Cities. The Creative Cities programme will be launched in four different cities in 2017: Harare (Zimbabwe), Pointe Noire (Congo Brazzaville), Mahé (Seychelles) and Nouakchott (Mauritania).

Many other activities will complement the network’s calendar for 2017namely the celebration of the 10th anniversary of Arterial Network on Gorée Island (Senegal) in March 2017. This meeting will reunite cultural actors and partners who continue to work for the future wellbeing of the network.

Organized in the wake of the Congress of Black Writers and Artists of Paris and Rome, the first World Festival of Negro Arts in 1966 was a unique event almost in all respects. If this event dedicated to black cultures and civilizations marks the beginning of a kind of artistic revival, it will have a great impact on cultural expressions at the international level.
The 1966 Festival also marked an important milestone in the liberation of artistic expressions. Subsequently, there was less and less barrier and shackles. "Talent had freed itself of everything that was a hindrance before the Festival.”

· Procedure for the granting of enhanced protection: methodologies for the evaluation of the conditions set forth by Article 10 of the 1999 Second Protocol
· Report of the Blue Shield on the situations where cultural property is at risk in the context of an armed conflict, including occupation

D.5 UNESCO High Level Forum adopts Shenzhen declaration and calls for a new compact for museums
Held in Shenzhen, People’s Republic of China, from 10 to 12 November, 2016, the High Level Forum on Museums was established by UNESCO to bring policy makers and the global museum community together to advance the role of museums in generating social, cultural, educational and economic benefits, which is at the heart of UNESCO’s 2015 Recommendation concerning the Protection and Promotion of Museums and Collections, their Diversity and their Role in Society.
The Forum was a major opportunity to help the museum community craft much needed tools to address critical issues. The Shenzhen Declaration calls on all stakeholders to enhance the role and capacities of museums in protecting cultural heritage, adopting ethical and technological standards, and developing cooperation at the international level. It also encourages the full implementation of the 2015 UNESCO Recommendation and explores the possibility of a global museum report. Going forward, the Forum will serve as an advisory body to the Director-General, who called for innovative cooperation to promote museums and to reduce inequalities among them.

F.1 News from the International Federation of Arts Councils and Cultural Agencies (IFACCA) Acorns
The 7th edition of the World Summit of Arts and Culture (Malta, 18 – 21 October 2016)

Organised by the Arts Council of Malta and the International Federation of Arts Councils and Culture Agencies (IFACCA), the Summit programme included representatives from across the globe to unpack this year’s theme: At a Crossroads? Cultural Leadership in the 21st Century.

In order to move forward the issue of access to leadership opportunities (regardless of age, gender, disability, marginalised groups etc) is absolutely key. It was encouraging to explore these ideas with cultural leaders from across the globe, but it was regrettable to discover the under-representation of the African continent, especially on the main stage.

The summit’s agenda was divided between the main stage and several simultaneous discussions in smaller committees. In general, the discussions generated a lot of ideas that arrived to the conclusion that 1) "A leadership training must be flexible, customised and based on sharing experiences. (...)” and 2) “There is not a leadership model that suits all.
