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A. News from OCPA

A.1 Seminar on the strategy of the Campaign for the implementation of the Charter for the Cultural Renaissance of Africa (Maputo, October 12 to 15, 2016)

As announced in the No 348 f OCPA News, the seminar was organized by the Observatory of Cultural Policies in Africa (OCPA) and the International Organization of the Francophonie (OIF) under the auspices of the African Union and with the support for the Mozambican authorities with a view to

· improve the coordination of efforts undertaken for contributing to the acceleration of the ratification and implementation of the Charter and the Agenda 2063;

· identify a strategy and an action plan for this purpose to harmonize the contribution of professional civil society in supporting the efforts made by States.

Convened with the financial support of the OIF, the seminar was attended by representatives of some thirty African cultural organizations and especially the African Union, the OIF and the Ministry of Culture and Tourism of the host country. The meeting was held within the framework of the 4th Summit of the Cultural Institutions of Africa and the African Diaspora (SICADIA) on the theme "Strengthening the role and the operational capacity of civil society in the field of cultural development policies".

As a prelude to the seminar, a survey was conducted on the obstacles to the ratification of the Charter. Among these obstacles, the survey found that the Charter is not sufficiently diffused and there is no joint action of cultural civil society organizations to support the efforts taken in this respect by the States.

The opening of the seminar was chaired by the Minister of Culture and Tourism of Mozambique, H. E. Armando Silva Dunduro on his side with Lupwishi Mbuyamba, Executive Director of OCPA, Ms Youma Fall, Director of the French Language, Culture and Diversity, OIF, Ms Angela Martins, Director of the Culture Division of the Department of social Affairs of the African Union Commission and Charles Binam Bikoï, Executive Secretary of CERDOTOLA.

After three days of work, the following conclusions were adopted unanimously by the seminar participants:

The seminar confirmed the findings of the 2009 meeting of SICADIA regarding

· the recognition of SICADIA as an instance for coordinatiion, cooperation and action in the service of cultural policies of the AU and its member states;

· the designation of OCPA as coordinating and monitoring mechanism for the network;

· the creation of a coordination unit for SICADIA;

· the appointment of the Executive Director of OCPA as President of the Coordination unit of SICADIA.

The meeting mandated the coordination unit to develop a draft legal framework for SICADIA, to submit it for adoption to the member institutions; to represent he member institutions and to liaise between them; to prepare a strategy and an action plan namely for promoting the ratification of the Charter and to support the implementation of the cultural objectives of the 2063 Agenda of the AU.

Activities of the Executive Director

A.2 Participation in the project coordination meeting on Intercultural Dialogue (UNESCO, Paris, 25 and October 26, 2016

After the seminar in Maputo, the Executive Director made an official mission to UNESCO in Paris, where he took part on 25 and 26 October 2016 with his colleagues, coordinators of the four other continents, at the coordination meeting of the project UNESCO for the promotion of intercultural dialogue and mutual understanding in preparation for the global Forum in Baku scheduled for April 2017 in the framework of the United Nations’ International Decade for the Rapprochement of cultures.

A.3 Participation in the evaluation meeting on the ACP/EU project for the promotion of creative industries (Brussels, October 28)

Subsequently, the Executive Director travelled to Brussels where he was invited to participate in the project evaluation meeting devoted to the creative industries in the context of cooperation in the ACP / European Union held on 28 October.

A.4 Participation in the General Council of Arterial (Zimbabwe, Harare, 29 October)

He finally ended his activities in October in Harare, Zimbabwe, where he attended the closing of the work of General Council of Arterial, Saturday, 29 October, with an address in which he invited the continental network artists active participation in SICADIA which had just held its 4th session in Maputo from 12 to 15 October.

A.5 Participation in the Governing Council of CERAV-Africa (Bobo Dioulasso, 7 – 15 October) and the closing of SIAO, 6 October)

From 7 to 15 November, the Executive Director will attend the first meeting of the Board of the new Regional Centre for the Performing Arts in Africa (CERAV-Africa) established in the city of Bobo Dioulasso in Burkina Faso. After the formal hearing with the governmental authority, will contribute to the animation of the training courses organized by the CERAV in Ouagadougou before returning to Maputo. Formerly the Executive Director will take part in the closing of the biennial International Exhibition of Crafts of Ouagadougou (SIAO) on 6 November.

The UNESCO Institute for Statistics (UIS) is pleased to announce the release of a new database of internationally-comparable cultural employment statistics. The collection includes 195 indicators offering a new perspective on the economic contribution of cultural industries in 63 countries and territories.

The UIS Data Centre has been updated to include the results of the new UIS Survey on Cultural Employment, conducted in 2015, featuring data for the reference year 2014.

The data include information about the social and economic characteristics of persons working in the culture sector or holding a cultural occupation, including data on the distribution of cultural employment disaggregated by sex.

These indicators will help formulate evidence-based cultural policies and feed into efforts to meet Sustainable Development Goal 8, which calls for full and productive employment for all women and men by 2030, decent work and equal pay.

According to the data, cultural occupations can make up 1% to 11% of all employment in a country. The next update is scheduled for December 2016 and will include supplementary metadata.
